Deep purple ruby, semi-opaque.  Aromas: Blackcurrant jam, cassis liqueur, plum, and hints of white pepper.  On the tongue the 
body is medium with plenty of peppery young tannins.  Then a plethora of dark fruit essences evolve in a dusty dry finish.

Three distinctive varietals combine lush berry and fierce spice into a wine characterized by its incandescence. Deeply luscious 
and succulent blackberries ignite this vintage of our rich ruby apparition. Aromas of anise and sweet fig are embraced by touches 
of black pepper. From the shadowed dark depths, subtle notes of cloves and vanilla emerge and compliment the concentrated 
fruit characters of this wine.

Italian immigrants introduced the Sangiovese grape to Argentina, and there is still a deep appreciation for Italian culture in this 
Latin American country. This deep red Sangiovese has great aromatic intensity of ripe strawberries and black currants. It has a 
good balance between fruit and acidity, making it ideal for Italian food featuring tomato sauces.

The Shiraz was specially chosen to have complementary flavours to the Viognier by showing spicier characters than usual. 2007 
will be a vintage that will be remembered for many years.Continuing drought and water restrictions lead to heavy frosts and bud 
damage pre flowering. This reduced eventual yields in many areas by up to 50%. These grapes ripened very early with intense 
flavours and small berries.

An archetype is an ideal example of a type, the quintessence: this is the archetype of Australian Shiraz. Rich and deeply 
concentrated, this red possesses all the classic Barossa attributes of blueberries, dark ripe plums, and spice, framed with hints of 
toasty vanilla. The sheer intensity and grace of this wine make it very suitable for immediate enjoyment, although there may be 
even more excitement for those who save a bottle or two.

The nose was full of berries and some complex minerality. On the palate, this wine was smooth and plush with ample tannins 
and bright acidity.

A deep coloured wine showing typical Malbec aromas of black fruits and peppery spice, which continue through to the full 
bodied, slightly savoury palate.

A dark ruby red color leads to aromas of smokiness with black plums, blackberries and a bit of orange. Flavors of toasted bread, 
smokiness and blackberries fill the palate rounded out by orange peel on the finish. 
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It's not a big and overexcited wine like a California Cab, but it is a medium bodied red that displays a pantheon of red fruit, 
under layered with rustic briarwood, herbs, minerals and vanilla-oak. Supple in transition on the palate, balanced with a soft lazy 
finish. It's well-made, pairs easily with food, and offers a nice Cab value.

25% Merlot, 25%  Petite Sirah, 21% Charbono, 17% Cabernet Sauvignon & 12% Syrah  This serious, fun-loving, drink-me-now 
house wine is great by itself but also with barbeque, pizza or other richly flavored foods.  Only 600 cases produced . 

Touch of cherries, hint of prunes, little bit of mint. Despite the dark and strong tendencies of this grape, it's not overpowering. 
Firm tannins, voluptuous body, lovely cherry aftertaste that lingers for a while.

42% Zinfandel, 30% Mourvèdre, 20% Petite Sirah &  8% Syrah Mourvèdre provides a marvelous raspberry aroma and mouth-
filling taste, Petite Sirah adds black currant and spice flavors while Syrah adds plum and black licorice notes to this Zinfandel 
based beauty. This matches well with everything roasted or grilled, from ahi tuna to chicken to lamb and beef.  It also goes great 
with Italian red sauce dishes.

A deep plum color in the glass with "wow" nose of roasted meats, dark fruits, and minerals. In the mouth flavors of red fruits 
supported by medium+ acidity and minerals. 

Made of 90% Carmenère and 10% Cabernet Sauvignon, Envero's dark, rich fruit is complemented by eight months in French oak. 
All the fruit comes from the Apalta region of Colchagua, with the vines over 50 years old. A complex offering.

The fruit is hand picked followed by crushing, cooling of crushed grapes, and pressing. Fermentation begins by inoculating with 
selected yeasts. Halfway through the fermentation process, the wine is centrifuged (spun) to halt fermentation, creating a slightly 
sweet, semi-sparkling wine.

"A nose of raspberry, black cherry, cinnamon, and allspice; the mouth is easy and fat, with black fruit and red cherry in the 
pleasant finish. Can be combined with many different medium-bodied and even rich dishes."

It's a blend of Merlot (60 percent), Cabernet Sauvignon (28 percent), and Cabernet Franc (12 percent). The restrained red shows 
bright red cherries and currants with notes of tobacco, herbs and oak. Good structure holds the smooth wine together that has a 
quick and to-the-point finish. 

Good black cherry character, good acidity, well balanced, smooth enough texture, easy going finish. Matches well with all types 
of food. Added bonus: it passed the “two night test” ; it drank nearly as well after being recorked (half bottle left, no carbonation) 
and poured again the next evening. Match it with pizza, pasta and marinara, mac and cheese, cured meats (i.e., antipasti plate), 
and similarly simple dishes.

 Typical Southern French blend with dominant spicy Syrah and juicy full grenache. This wine offers a ripe nose of red fruits, with 
delicious mocha herbs and spices.

Intense and concentrated wine offering pleasant citrus aromas, exotic tropical fruits with a hint of white pepper.  full bidied wine 
with a firm mineral backbone, giving it the stregth of character to work well with many cuisines.

Red fruit and hint of spice on the nose. Soft tannins give this medium bodied wine with plenty of structure, a classic Syrah 
palate. Subtle oak nuances help to smooth out the long finish.

Our 2006 Cabernet Sauvignon starts with aromas of bright red fruits, blackberry, tobacco and cedar. This elegant wine offers 
chewy black fruit flavors with subtle tannins on the finish that don’t overpower this easy-to-drink Cabernet Sauvignon.

The 2006 Petite Sirah offers aromas of red and black fruits, with a hint of oak. A full-bodied wine that is both complex and 
elegant, this wine boasts rich flavors of dark fruits, cherries and a long finish that we believe will help put Lake County on the 
map. This Petite Sirah calls out for big juicy steak.

This pale straw-colored Abruzzese white shows intense aromas of peach, pear, apricot, and honey. These flavors are beautifully 
echoed on the palate. The wine is full-bodied and rich, but well balanced with a great, nervy acidity. A lot of wine for the money. 
Great with richer seafood dishes.

Our Apaltagua Reserva Carmenere is an intense wine with a wild purple color. From start to finish the touches of tobacco, red 
and black cherries intermingle producing a great potency in the mouth. It possesses a generous body with smooth, friendly 
tannins. Juicy and persistent finish.

75% Marsannay, all hillside vineyards. 10% Gevrey, 15% Bourgogne old vines, next to Chambolle and Vosne-Romanée. All 
purchased grapes. Deeper color; more vinous, with more depth and class. On the nose, smoky and rustic. On the palate, some 
black licorice and silky acidity. Easy, lush, minty chocolate; has more tannins but they are ripe. Very easy and grapey, very pure 
and elegant for a Bourgogne.

With Poppy Pinot Noir you will taste the fruit flavors first, in this case red cherry and raspberry followed by hints of allspice, a 
little cooked mushroom, and (lastly) toasted oak.

Very light lemon color. Slightly restrained nose, with light touches of lemon and lime. Slightly sweet mouthfeel, not particularily 
complex, but juicy flavors and acids, and a slightly soft finish. 

Textbook Sauvignon, the gooseberry fruit, elderflower and herbs, medium bodied, pure and streamlined with steely acidity.  
Chaulky, Rhubarb and Grapefruit.

Pale colour. A bit of stink at first, a little like wet paper towel which quickly disperses to leave a bouquet of green fruit with a 
grassy edge. A nice palate, very fresh, very primary, but with only a suggestion of depth or richness. Uncomplicated summer 
drinking.

The wine has an intense yellow color with delicate, fruity aromas. The flavor is grassy with a fruity acidity and no oak

Smells chalky like lemon-lime SweeTarts, though some lemon curd and fresh green herbs come through, too. The tightly coiled 
acidity springs in the mouth and lingers with chalky flavors of the above, along with Granny Smith apple.
